No-Hassle Relaxers
Orca News 2012
A short, engaging update on the endangered southern resident killer 
whales. Bring a blanket or a chair. Meet out at the point (5 min. walk).

Sunset Wildlife Watch
Discover the wildlife of the Salish Sea and relax into the peacefulness 
of an East Point sunset. Dress warmly and bring blankets, chairs and 
flashlights. Meet out at the point (5 min. walk).

Salmon Walk

stream that once again glints with salmon. Meet at the junction of East 
Point Rd. and Valley Rd.

High on History
Did you know that the War of 1812 had an effect on the Gulf Islands?  
From pig wars to wool smuggling, get the lowdown while admiring the 
best views of the USA - Canada border below. The Mt. Norman trail is 
steep and takes 1 hour to reach the summit.
